Introduction Paragraph: (general statements, goes from general to specific, mentions novel and author)
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Thesis: (has an arguable, interesting thesis at the end of introduction paragraph)
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Formal Tone: (third person, avoids slang and informal language)
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Incorporating Quotes/Paraphrases: (Introduces quotes, includes quote within a sentence, uses proper in-text citations)
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Evidence: (textual evidence and research effectively backs up main points of paper and thesis)
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Analysis: (includes analysis that explains the significance of your argument and evidence, uses author-reader relationship throughout)
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Clear Argument:  (main points of body paragraphs effectively back up thesis and maintains an argumentative tone throughout paragraphs, effectively uses transitions between paragraphs/ideas)
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Structure:  (essay conveys a logical, clear structure)
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Conclusion: (has a restated thesis, reflective tone, and ends the argument succinctly; does not include new information or quotes)
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Grammar/Diction: (vivid and sophisticated word choice, varied sentence structure/length, avoids grammar or mechanical or spelling mistakes)
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MLA Format: (header, heading, font size, font, margins, double-spaced)
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MLA Works Cited Page: (uses credible sources, correct citations, title is centered and MLA formatted, citations are in alphabetical order, double-spaced)
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
