I am writing about Big Brother in order to show how Orwell believed that absolute power corrupts absolutely.
I.  Big Brother to show how small inequalities can become larger problems

A.  “Party members were supposed not to go into ordinary shops ("dealing on the free market," it was called), but the rule was not strictly kept, because there were various things, such as shoelaces and razor blades, which it was impossible to get hold of in any other way”(Orwell 42)


1.  The lack of rations that they are given make them criminals 

2.  Rules are literally made to be broken because of the conditions
B.  “The primary aim of modern warfare (in accordance with the principles of doublethink, this aim is simultaneously recognized and not 


recognized by the directing brains of the Inner Party) is to use up the products of the machine without raising the general standard 


of living” (Orwell 123)

1. What seems a small trifle, is actually a systematic degradation of humanity

2.  Although the people are practically unaffected by war, it is part of a larger, corrupted machine to harm the people

3.  As long as it is only seen as small manipulations and sacrifices, The Party will maintain power and control
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Orwell uses Big Brother to show how small inequalities can become larger problems in society.  The first inequality the reader sees in the novel is the pigs taking all the apples and milk.  The pigs justify this action by saying, “We pigs are brainworkers. The whole management and organisation of this farm depend on us.  Day and night we are watching over your welfare. It is for YOUR sake that we drink that milk and eat those apples”(Orwell 42).  Even at this early stage in the novel, the pigs are rising above the other animals.  They manipulate the other animals to make them feel dumb and helpless without the “brain work” of the pigs.  Through the foolish animals, Orwell shows how people can be lulled into a false sense of security and as long as they make a few successions to those in power, they believe that they will be safe.  However, it is obvious that the inequalities do not stop there.  By the end of the novel the reader sees that “ALL ANIMALS ARE EQUAL BUT SOME ANIMALS ARE MORE EQUAL THAN OTHERS” (Orwell 123).  Napoleon and the other pigs started out with a small justification, but the more they pushed the more the other animals succeeded until the other animals were left with nothing.  Orwell shows that if a government tries to get away with small manipulations, they will be able to take complete control.  They will not stop at simply at apples and milk; they will overtake it all if they can.
